[QUOTE=SolidState]Hey there.  You seem to be one of the more knowledgable guys on the forum when it comes to the wiring in our old Taurii.

I have an idea, and I was wondering if you could help me, if it is possible at all.

I would like to wire BOTH rear windows to one switch on the drivers door, while still maintaining the individual functionality of the switches on both rear doors.

I would then like to use the other rear window switch on the drivers door to control the moonroof, complete with functioning express modules.

does this seem possible to you?

Yep, quite doable.  Here is what you will have to do (I'm assuming you want the left switch to work the windows and the right switch to work the moonroof).  Make sure to read all the steps first and test everything for functionality after each step.  
1) Clip wires 16 and 18 at the drives door window switch and splice 16 to 15 and 18 to 17.  This will make on switch work both back windows.  Make sure to leave at least 2" of wire going to pins 16 and 18, you will need them later.

2) On the left rear switch clip pins 1 and 6 and splice 1 to 4 and 6 to 2.  This bypasses the rear switch so you can control the windows separately.  Make sure to leave at least 2" of wire going to pins 1 and 6, you will need them later.

3) Splice the 2" wires left from pins 1 and 6 together and add a length of wire that you can ground to the body.  You can locate the ground anywhere on the door.  This connection will complete the circuit for the rear switch.

4) On the right rear switch clip pins 2 and 7 and splice 2 to 5 and 7 to 3.  This bypasses the rear switch so you can control the windows separately.  Make sure to leave at least 2" of wire going to pins 2 and 7, you will need them later.

5) Splice the 2" wires left from pins 2 and 7 together and add a length of wire that you can ground to the body.  You can locate the ground anywhere on the door.  This connection will complete the circuit for the rear switch.

6)  Splice a length of wire to the 2" long wires from pins 16 and 18 on the driver’s side window switch that will reach the moonroof console on the roof.  Attach 16 to Yellow/Blue and 18 to Yellow/Red.  If you want the existing moon roof button to stay working splice the wires in, if not clip the yellow/blue and yellow/red wires and attach them to the new ones.  This connection will make the window switch run the moon roof.
7)  If you adding the one touch module (I would put it in the door) clip the new wire you added to pin 16 and connect the switch side to pin 2 on the module and the moonroof side to pin 1.  Splice in an extra wire to the new wire attached to pin 18 and attach it to pin 4, splice pin 3 to pin 19 and splice pin 5 to pin 13.
